� Evaluate existing noise levels
� Project future noise levels
� Consider land use distribution and unabated impacts
� Assess air traffic alternatives to lessen impacts
� Assess land use management actions to mitigate 

impacts and protect against future encroachment
� Consider costs, implementation, and schedules
� Prepare recommended plan for public review
� Prepare final documentation
� Adopt and implement recommendations

Steps Since Last TAC to Finalize Part 150 Plans

repositories (airport, libraries, planning departments, 
city and county clerks, EDC)

� Meet with City departments about recommendation 
language and overlay zone approach

� Hold Public Workshop/Hearing to receive comment
� Modify NCP appropriately and publish for City Council 

consideration and adoption

Air Traffic Recommendations

� No change is recommended to current air traffic 
operating procedures

� Any programmed modifications to change runway use 
or flight track locations will result in the addition of new 
impacts within 60 DNL (no changes within 65 DNL), 
and thus will be unlikely to be acceptable for Part 150 
purposes.

	�

Airport Compatibility Overlay District

� Establish Airport Compatibility Overlay District with 
tiered land use management zones for each jurisdiction 

� Discourage development of churches, schools, nursing 
homes and residential subdivisions.

� If residential development is proposed within any zone, 
require, as conditions of platting or zoning approval, the 
following be attached to the deed for each parcel:
� Airport noise area disclosure statement

� Avigation easement (waiver of claim)

Specific Measures - Management Zone 4

� Generally described as that area exposed to 65 DNL or 
more for the average annual day projected for 2025.
� Airport acquire fee simple title to 400 acres north of I-29,–

Square off the acquisitions to match parcel boundaries or major 
land description boundaries

� Acquire fee simple title to two parcels surrounded by airport 
property (18 total acres south of runways)

� Applies only in City of Kansas City

�


Kansas City - Management Zone 3

� Generally described as that area outside Zone 4, but 
exposed to 60 DNL projected for 2025 on a 100% flow 
day to north or south.
� Kansas City Parks and Recreation acquire all property within 

Zone 3 in City south of Airport and north of Highway 152 and 
west of Childress for addition to Tiffany Springs Park (@172 
acres).

� Limit all other property within Zone 3 to commercial, industrial 
or agricultural use.

• If future community needs require residential development 
be allowed in any area of Zone 3, the densities should be 
limited to no more than one unit in forty acres or sound 
insulation to provide 25 dB of exterior to interior attenuation 
should be required.

Specific Measures - Management Zones 1/2

� Zone 1 - Generally described as that area outside Zone 
3, but exposed to maximum 737-800 noise levels of 80 
decibels in 2025.
� Limit residential development densities to not more than three 

to five units per acre.
� Zone 2 - Generally described as that area outside Zone 

3, but exposed to maximum 737-800 noise levels of 85 
decibels in 2025.
� Encourage build out of commercially or industrially zoned 

property and encourage new commercial/ industrial 
development

� Encourage residential development densities of not more than 
one unit in forty acres.

� Applies in City of Kansas City, Platte City and Platte 
County

��

Program Management Actions

� Designate airport staff position as liaison for 
noise and land use coordination to planning 
agencies and the public.

� Designate City, County, and Platte City 
planning staff positions as liaisons for airport 
noise and land use coordination

� Coordinate review of development proposals by 
staff liaisons within any land use management 
districts
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��

Program Management Actions (cont.)

� Recompute/republish NEMs every 5 years or 
when equivalent operations increase by more 
than 17 percent over 2006 baseline.

� Reevaluate NCP measures when/if operations 
in any single year exceed that year’s forecasts 
by more than 40 percent.

� Publish for community distribution any contour 
or program modifications evolving from the 
reassessments.

� Post Part 150 findings and updates on Airport 
web site to provide public notice.
